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The 2013
Demuth Stamp

The City of Lancaster just received
some new philatelic blood. Life-long
Lancaster artist, Charles Demuth
was honored on an art stamp re-
leased on 7 March 2013 at the Ar-
mory Show in New Y ork City.

The stamp is part of the Modern Art
in America: 1913-1931 sheet. His
painting is entitled, “I see the figure
5 in gold.” It is based on a poem
about a fire truck in motion by De-
muth’s friend Wm. Carlos Williams.
On 8 March the Charles Demuth
Museum and PSLC held an unoffi-
cid Second Day of Issue Unveiling
at the museum. The crowd of about
55 included ten from the PSLC.

Speakers included Museum Direc-
tor, Anne Lampe, PSLC's Paul Pe-
tersen, and Lancaster Postmaster
Cheryl Turner. Two television net-
works were present. Anne and Paul
are pictured above. There was wine
& cheese, mulled cider, and pastries.

Paul described seeing this painting at
the Met in NYC on a high school
fieldtrip and how it influenced his
art and photography. He mentioned
several of the other Lancaster-
related stamps including two of
James Buchanan, Wheatland, tole-
ware, the Conestoga Wagon, Amish
quilts, and the $1.05 Amish buggy
airmail. He had stamp displays and
fliers for club events, and invited
onlookers to attend a meeting.

Enter Mrs. Stewart’s Bluing

Cinderella which cites the com-

pany’s 56" anniversary of the
product. Research is needed to
determine if the Cinderella is
from the Bluing Co. or from a
philatelist with a sense of hu-
mor. The Cinderella image is
quite congruent with the final
stamp release. The compass in
FDR's stamp was replaced by
an overfilled laundry basket.
And of course, the washer-
woman was not included in the
original stamp design!

So what does this have to do
with bluing? | knew nothing
about bluing until seeing a
recent ad for this 130 year old
product in the Vermont Coun-
try Store Catalog. This com-
pany somehow finds a variety
of retro-products to offer its
customers. Included are Wal-
nettos, Necco Wafers, Evening
in Paris Perfume (it costs a
little more than the $5 price of

the 1950-60s), and a variety
of other edibles, notions, fab-
rics, and dry goods that we'd
al recognize from the mid-
20th century.

So getting back to bluing,
what is it? According to the
ad appearing below, a few
drops will make yellowed and
grayed fabrics sparkling white
again (But shouldn't these
items turn blue if they are
rinsed?) And bluing can be
used as a rinse for white hair,
white pets, and even crystal.
The ad did not say anything
about my M14 rifle!  Ed=
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
