In the 1930s and 40s GordonC. Williamslived in Buffalo,NYand later, in Albany He corresponded
with postcardcollectors,someof whom belongedto globalclubs

In that era many collectors,esp those with whom he exchangedPCswanted the postagestamps
affixedto the view side of the card Asyou cansee,they did their bestnot to obliterate the major
subjectin the view.
